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Report of a cluster of 28 cases of acute of gastroenteritis caused by accident ingestion of tung oil

Abgract : OnJune 22, 2003, there hgppened a cluger of 28 cases of acute were gadroenteritis caused by
misusgng tung oil as cooking ail in the canteen of a building dte. The patients were al recovered by medical
treatment without sequelae. The clinical synptoms included nausea (85.7 %) , vomiting (100.0 %) , ab-
dominal pain (60.7 %) , diarrhea (50.0%) and dizziness (67.9%). The latent pariod ranged 1 3.17
hours (average 2. 12 hours) . The victims were building workers, mae 26 and female 2. Their ages ranged
16 62 yearsold (average 35.68 + 10. 95 years old) . Through invedigation , the poin foods were 2 ir-
fried dishes at lunch, the average amount of tung oil ingestion was 26. 8 g/peron, and average anount of
tung oil acid exposure was 24. 12 g/peron.
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
