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Analysis of 196 cases of enforced fine for violation of food sfety law in period of 2000 2003

Abgract : Inorder to raise the level of adminidrative execution of food sfety law , the 196 cases that had been
goplied to the local people s court for erforcement of fine during the period 2000 2003 were andyzed. The
result indicated that (1) these difficult cases were mainly digributed in sval towns and villages (161,
82.14 %) ; (2) they occurred nogly in regaurants (103, 52.82%) ; (3) 183 (93.37 %) o the 196
erforcedfines were inposed on individuals; (4) the erforcement met with resgtance in 34 cases, nodly
individua-owned small shops. The result a9 suggeds that legal education should be grengthened in rurd
areas and the ecoromic tolerahility of those being fined should be fully conddered when impodng fines on
them , combining pendty with education. The aim of adminigrative pendty should be defined as pressing and
educating those fined to inprove their behavior in running their bus nesses.
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
