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A view on the relationship between inspection and surveillance of food hygiene

Abstract: The relationship between mspection and surveillance of food production was studied for the develop

ment of food hygiene in China. It is considered that surveillance is a part of inspection; sampling for inspection
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should be done by the food inspector; inspection and surveillance at regular intervals is a useful method for
day-to-day work of inspection and surveillance; inspection aimed at specific foods is more efficient to control
the hygienic quality of these foods; unexpected inspection and surveillance could know well the hygienic qualr
ty of foods in market timely; Obligatory inspection could provide objective basis for food hygiene inspection and
administration; entrusted inspection required by the health administrative department is a food hygiene nspec
tion work in charge of the food industries themselves.
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The study of relationship between food hygienic condition and management pattern of school mess halls in Jinan

Abstract: In order to keep abreast of the food hygienic condition of school mess halls in Jinan, 70 mess halls
(wniversity 30, middle school 30, training school 10) were randomly selected for investigation. The results
showed that all of them were managed by contractors, including subunits of the schools or universities, restaur
rants and individuals. The food hygienic condition of the mess halls contracted by units were better than those
by individuals. Suggestions on food hygienic management of mess halls and surveillance were provided based
on the results of the investigation.
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
